Remembering Charlotte Hupp

On November 1st the Champaign County Historical Society lost one of its
mast dedicated members.  Since the 1960s, long time board member and
former officer Charlotte Hupp has given countless hours to the growth and
development of the Champaign County Historical Society. As the originator
of our annual Okioberfest, she has helped ensure the continued vitality of
the Society since this fund raiser has been a major source of operating
revenue for more than three decades,

The daughter of Charles and Edith Grace (Kerr) Burke, Charlotte was a
graduate of Urbana High School and Urbana College. A talented artist with
her own very distinctive style, in 1974 she became an entrepreneur when
she purchased the Young World Dashery on North Main Street and opened
under the name Main Street Clothing.

Combining her love of antiques and collecting with her entrepreneurial spirit, she later opened the
Country Gentleman and Sweet Annie, She was instrumental in the founding of the Downtown Business
Association which is now Monument Square District,

She was preceded in death by her husband, Gale I. Hupp and her
son-in-law Steve Broadstone. Her daughter Leslie Broadstone who
assumed the management of the three downtown businesses number
of years ago survives her as do Leslie’s daughters Rachel and Abigail.

The Society was honored by her family’s request that memaorial
contributions be directed to the Champaign County Historical Society.
The board of directors foresees the creation of a special fund in Char-
lotte’s honor for exhibition development and curatorial conservation of
our decorative arts and textile collections. I know you all join the
