Oktoberfest 2008 organizers have held to the rule, established in 1972 for the first festival, that all items
for sm and sale must be hand produced by the exhibitor. No factory made or imported goods are
accepted.

Consequently, Oktoberfest patrons can browse and buy from one-cf-a-kind fine and functional arts, sea-

sonal and holiday decorations, home and garden accessories, baskets, pottery, wood, glass, paper and
metal craft, toys and games, fumniture, clothing, handbags and jewelry.

Live and dried plants and arrangements, wreaths, herbs, pumpkins, gourds and decorative corn will be
plentiful. Home baked breads, desserts and cinnamon rolls will be for sale as will honey and honey
products, kettle comn, funnel cakes, hot chicken and barbecued beef sandwiches and hot and cold bever-
ages.
